Please submit one original and one copy of the following:

· Application: Mississippi Artist Roster 
· Narrative (two-page maximum) in which you describe the programs offered; services offered, such as workshops and master classes; technical requirements; your fees; and plans for promoting yourself or your group
· Your current résumé or the current résumé of the key personnel of performing groups
· A touring schedule for the previous or current seasons
· A list of the appropriate work samples submitted as a part of the application (see below), including the title or description of each work, the date the work was completed and publication information if applicable 
· including publication information if applicable, identifying all promotional samples and slides/tapes submitted with the application. 
Also submit: 

· one high quality, black and white or color photographic print or digital image on CD suitable for publication. It is recommended that your photograph show you in performance, i.e., painter painting, storyteller in character, a violinist playing, and a dancer in motion.
· one set of promotional materials such as brochures, press kits and flyers 
· a short biography suitable for printing in the roster that is no more than 200 words in length and describes the types of programs you offer (refer to the current roster for format)
· copies of the appropriate work samples (see list below); work samples must have been completed within the last three years. 
Work Samples: Work samples more than three years old will not be considered for review. 

· Literary Artists: Applicants should submit one original and one copy of 5 – 10 pages of poetry, 10–15 pages of fiction, creative non-fiction, a play (original or adaptation), or a screenplay. If your submitted work sample is an excerpt from a longer work, you may include a one-page synopsis of the work as a whole. Published work must be submitted in typed manuscript form rather than published form.

· Media Arts: Applicants should submit three copies of a VHS tape with 10-15 minutes of excerpts of your work.  In addition, applicants have the option of including a full-length piece on the same tape after the excerpts.  Tapes should be cued to the section to be reviewed.  The list of work samples should include, for each excerpt, the title, length, date completed, technique, original format, genre (documentary, experimental, etc.) and the specific role of the applicant in creating the submitted work.  If you desire to submit a format other than VHS, please check with the MAC staff to ensure that there is proper projection capability.
· Performing Artists: Applicants should submit three copies of a VHS cassette, audiocassette or CD, five to ten minutes in length, of representative work. Tapes should be cued to the section to be reviewed. On the list of work samples indicate the title, names of the artist(s), date, and location of recording. Please note: storytellers, actors and other theatre artists are required to submit VHS cassettes.
· Visual Artists: Applicants should submit three sets of slides of six work samples (up to three views of the same work are permissible). Slides should be labeled to correspond with the list of work samples. The list of samples should indicate the title, medium, dimensions, and completion date of each work. Your name should appear on each slide frame in addition to information about the work.  Digital images do not present as well as slides.  If you desire to submit digital images, please check with the MAC staff to ensure that your samples will project adequately. 

Please do not bind or staple materials. Do not send oversized materials.
All materials submitted by applicants approved to the Mississippi Artist Roster will be kept on file. All other work samples will be returned only if a request is received that includes proper packaging and postage.

If you are applying to the Arts Education Demonstrator Roster, you must complete the application form for that program. A separate application must be completed for the Mississippi Artist Roster.
